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The Wizard Interface Board (PN: 10IFBWIZARD) allows the retrofit of the Wizard to older sliding door controls that utilize AC 
switching voltages for activation and safety. For example: Horton 2160 control, Keane Monroe 7000, Gyrotech Whisper 
Slide, Stanley Dyna-Glide*. The Interface board is connected to the Wizard as shown below. The Brown and Blue wires from 
the Wizard connect to the Brown and Blue wires of the Interface board respectfully. This allows the interface to provide a 
relay output (dry contact) on the Green (N/O) and White (Com) wires. The Green and White wires can then be connected to 
the activation or safety inputs on the door control.  The Red and Black wires connect to the same power source as the 
Wizard, provided that it is 24 volts AC or DC.

• Shut off all power going to the header before attempting any wiring procedures.
